CAMERA PULLS BACK, exiting through the w ndow, traveling
snoot hl y outside. ..

...to reveal the bungalow, renote in a wooded area, the
| overs' cries spilling into the night...

...and we drift down a wooded path, the sounds of rutting
passi on growi ng fainter, mngling now with the night sounds of
crickets and hoot ows...

...and we begin to hear FAINT MJSIC in the woods, tinny and
i ncongruous, and still we keep PULLI NG BACK until..

...a car is revealed. A 1946 Plynmouth. Parked in a clearing.
3 INT -- PLYMOUTH -- NI GHT (1946) 3

ANDY DUFRESNE, mid-20's, wire rimglasses, three-piece suit.
Under normal circunstances a respectable, solid citizen; hardly
danger ous, perhaps even neek. But these circunstances are far
fromnormal. He is dishevel ed, unshaven, and very drunk. A
cigarette snolders in his mouth.

Ch god...that's sooo good...you're
the best...the best | ever had..

Andy just stands and listens, devastated. He doesn't |ook like
much of a killer now, he's just a sad little man on a dirt
path in the woods, tears stream ng down his face, a | oaded gun
hel d | oosely at his side. A pathetic figure, really.

FADE TO BLACK: 1ST TITLE UP
5 INT -- COURTROOM -- DAY (1946) 5

THE JURY listens like a gallery of mannequi ns on displ ay,
pal e-faced and stupefi ed.

DA (OS.)
M. Dufresne, describe the
confrontati on you had with your
wi fe the night she was murdered.

ANDY DUFRESNE

is on the witness stand, hands fol ded, suit and tie pressed,
hai r neticul ously conbed. He speaks in soft, neasured tones:

W have foot
prints. Tire tracks. Bullets
scattered on the ground whi ch bear
his fingerprints. A broken bourbon
bottle, likewise with fingerprints.
Most of all, we have a beautiful
young woman and her |over |ying
dead in each other's arns. They had
sinned. But was their crinme so
great as to nerit a death sentence?

He gestures to Andy sitting quietly with his ATTORNEY.

RED enters, renoves his cap and waits by the chair.

MAN #1
Sit.

Red sits, tries not to slouch. The chair is unconfortable.

MAN #2
We see by your file you' ve served
twenty years of a life sentence.

MAN #3
You feel you' ve been rehabilitated?
RED
Yes, sir. Absolutely. |I've |earned
my | esson. | can honestly say |'ma

CLOSEUP -- PAROLE FORM

RED energes into fading daylight, slouches |ow key through the
activity, worn cap on his head, exchanging hellos and doi ng
m nor business. He's an inportant man here.

RED (V. Q.)
There's a con |like ne in every prison
in Arerica, | guess. |I'mthe guy who

can get it for you. Cigarettes, a

bag of reefer if you're partial, a
bottle of brandy to cel ebrate your
kid's high school graduation. Damn
near anything, wthin reason.

He slips sonebody a pack of snokes, snopoth sleight-of-hand.

RED (V. Q.)
Yes sir, I'"'ma regular Sears &
Roebuck.

TWD SHORT SI REN BLASTS issue fromthe main tower, draw ng
everybody's attention to the | oading dock. The outer gate
SWi ngs open...revealing a gray prison bus outside.

RED (V. Q)
So when Andy Dufresne cane to ne in
1949 and asked nme to smuggle Rita
Hayworth into the prison for him |
told himno problem And it wasn't.

CON
Fresh fish! Fresh fish today!

Red is joined by HEYWOOD, SKEET, FLOYD, JI GGER, ERNIE, SNOOZE.
Most cons crowd to the fence to gawk and jeer, but Red and his
group nmount the bl eachers and settle in confortably.

11 INT -- PRISON BUS -- DUSK (1947) 11
Andy sits in back, wearing steel collar and chains.

RED (V. Q)
Andy canme to Shawshank Prison in
early 1947 for nurdering his wfe
and the fella she was bangin'.

The bus lurches forward, RUMBLES through the gates. Andy gazes
around, swall owed by prison walls.

RED (V. Q)
On the outside, he'd been vice-
presi dent of a |arge Portland bank.
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Good work for a man as young as he
was, when you consi der how
conservati ve banks were back then.

TONER GUARD
Al clear!

GUARDS approach the bus with carbines. The door jerks open.
The new fish di senbark, chained together single-file, blinking
sourly at their surroundings. Andy stunbles against the MAN in
front of him alnmost drags hi m down.

BYRON HADLEY, captain of the guard, slans his baton into
Andy' s back. Andy goes to his knees, gasping in pain. JEERS
and SHOUTS fromthe spectators.

HADLEY
On your feet before | fuck you up
so bad you never wal k agai n.

13 ON THE BLEACHERS 13

RED
There they are, boys. The Hunan
Charm Bracel et .

HEYWOOD
Never seen such a sorry-lookin'
heap of mamggot shit in ny life.

JI GGER
Comin' fromyou, Heywood, you being
so pretty and all..

FLOYD
Taki n' bets today, Red?

RED
(pull's notepad and pencil)

RED (V. Q)
I nmust admit | didn't think much of
Andy first time | laid eyes on him
He m ght'a been inportant on the
outside, but in here he was just a
little turd in prison grays. Looked
like a stiff breeze could blow him
over. That was ny first inpression
of the man.

SKEET
What say, Red?

RED
Little fella on the end. Definitely.
| stake half a pack. Any takers?

SNOOZE
Ri ch bet.

RED
C non, boys, who's gonna prove ne
wrong?
(hands go up)
Fl oyd, Skeet, Joe, Heywood. Four brave
soul s, ten snokes apiece. That's it,
gentl ermen, this w ndow s cl osed.

Red pockets his notepad. A VO CE cones over the P. A speakers:
VO CE (anplified)
Return to your cell bl ocks for
eveni ng count.

14 INT -- ADM TTI NG AREA -- DUSK (1947) 14

The new fish are marched in. Guards unlock the shackles. The
chains drop away, rattling to the stone fl oor.
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HADLEY
Eyes front.

WARDEN SAMUEL NORTON strolls forth, a colorless man in a gray
suit and a church pinin his lapel. He | ooks like he could
piss ice water. He appraises the newconers with flinty eyes.

NORTON
This is M. Hadley, captain of the
guard. I am M. Norton, the warden

You are sinners and scum that's
why they sent you to ne. Rule
nunber one: no bl asphemng. |'11
not have the Lord' s name taken in
vain in nmy prison. The other rules
you'l'l figure out as you go al ong.
Any questions?

CON
When do we eat?

Cued by Norton's glance, Hadley steps up to the con and screans
right in his face:

HADLEY
YOU EAT VWHEN VEE SAY YOU EAT! YQU
PI SS WHEN VE SAY YOU PISS! YOQU SHI T
VHEN WE SAY YOU SHI T! YOU SLEEP
VHEN WE SAY YOU SLEEP! YOU MAGGEOT-
DI CK MOTHERFUCKER!

Hadl ey ranms the tip of his club into the con's belly. The
man falls to his knees, gasping and cl utching hinself.
Hadl ey takes his place at Norton's side again. Softly:

NORTON

Any ot her questions?

(there are none)
| believe in two things. D scipline
and the Bible. Here, you'll receive
bot h.

(hol ds up a Bible)
Put your faith in the Lord. Your
ass belongs to ne. Wl cone to
Shawshank.

HADLEY
Of with themclothes! And | didn't
say take all day doing it, did I?

The nen shed their clothes. Wthin seconds, all stand naked.

HADLEY
First man into the shower!

Hadl ey shoves the FIRST CON into a steel cage open at the
front. TWD GUARDS open up with a fire hose. The con is slammed
agai nst the back of the cage, sputtering and hollering.
Seconds later, the water is cut and the con yanked out.
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HADLEY
Del ouse that piece of shit! Next
man in!

The con gets a huge scoop of white del ousi ng powder thrown al
over him Gasping and coughi ng, blinking powder from his eyes,
he gets shoved to a trustee's cage. The TRUSTEE slides a short
stack of items through the slot -- prison clothes and a Bible.
Al'l the nen are processed quickly -- a blast of water, powder,
clothes and a Bible...

15 INT -- I NFIRVARY -- NI GHT (1947) 15

A naked CON steps before a DOCTOR and gets a cursory exam
A penlight is shined in his eyes, ears, nose, and throat.

DOCTOR
Bend over.

The con does. A GUARD with a penlight in his teeth spreads his
cheeks, peers up his ass, and nods. Andy is next up. He gets
t he sane treatnent.

16 INT -- PRI SON CHAPEL -- NI GHT (1947) 16

CAMERA TRACKS t he naked newconers shivering on hard wooden
chairs, clothes on their |aps, Bibles open

CHAPLAIN (Q S.)
...nmaketh me to lie down in green
pastures. He | eadeth ne beside the
still waters. He restoreth my soul ...

17 INT -- CELLBLOCK FIVE -- N GHT (1947) 17

Three tiers to a side, concrete and steel, gray and i mposing.
Andy and the others are marched in, still naked, carrying
their clothes and Bibles. The CONS in their cells greet them
wi th TAUNTS, JEERS, and LAUGHTER. One by one, the new nen are
shown to their cells and locked in with a CLANG OF STEEL.

RED (V. Q)
The first night's the toughest, no
doubt about it. They march you in
naked as the day you're born, fresh
froma Bible reading, skin burning
and hal f-blind fromthat del ousing
shit they throw on you...

Red watches fromhis cell, arns slung over the crossbars,
cigarette dangling fromhis fingers.

RED (V. Q.)
...and when they put you in that
cell, when those bars sl am hone,

that's when you know it's for real
adlife blown away in the blink of
an eye...a long cold season in hel
stretchi ng out ahead. .. nothing
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left but all the tine in the world
to think about it.

Red listens to the CLANG NG bel ow. He watches Andy and a few
ot hers being brought up to the 2nd tier.

RED (V. Q)
Most new fish cone close to nmadness
the first night. Sonebody al ways
breaks down crying. Happens every
time. The only question is, who's
it gonna be?

Andy is |led past and given a cell at the end of the tier

RED (V. Q.)
It's as good a thing to bet on as
any, | guess. | had ny noney on

Andy Dufresne...
18 INT -- ANDY'S CELL -- N GHT (1947) 18

The bars slam hone. Andy is alone in his cell, clutching his
clothes. He gazes around at his new surroundings, taking it
in. He slowy begins to dress hinself...

19 EXT -- SHAWSHANK PRI SON -- NI GHT (1947) 19

A mal i gnant stone grow h on the Miine | andscape. The noon
hangs | ow and bal eful in a dead sky. The headlight of a
PASSI NG TRAI N cuts through the night.

20 INT -- RED S CELL -- NI GHT (1947) 20

Red lies on his bunk bel ow us, tossing his baseball toward the
ceiling and catching it again. He pauses, listening. FOOTSTEPS
approach bel ow, unhurried, echoing hollowy on stone.

21 INT -- CELLBLOCK FIVE -- N GHT (1947) 21
LOW ANGLE. A CELLBLOCK GQUARD strolls into frane.

GUARD
That's lights out! Good night, |adies.

The lights bunmp off in sequence. The guard exits, footsteps
echoi ng away. Darkness now. Silence. CAVMERA CRANES UP t he
tiers toward Red's cell.

RED (V. Q)
I remenber ny first night. Seens a
long tine ago now.

Red | oons fromthe darkness, |eans on the bars. Listens.
Waits. From sonewhere bel ow cones faint, ghastly tittering.
VO CES drift through the cellblock, taunting:

VARI QUS VA CES (O S.)
Fi shee fishee fisheeee...You' re
gonna like it here, new fish. A
whoool e lot...Make you wi sh your
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daddi es never dicked your

momm es. .. You takin' this down, new

fish? Gonna be a quiz later.
(sonmebody LAUGHS)

Sshhh. Keep it down. The screws'l]|

hear. .. Fi shee fishee fisheeee...

RED (V. Q)
The boys always go fishin' with
first-tiners...and they don't quit
till they reel someone in.

The VO CES keep on, sly and creepy in the dark...

22 INT -- VAR QUS CELLS -- N GHT (1947) 22

thru thru 25

2g ...while the new cons go quietly crazy in their cells. One nan
paces |like a caged aninal...another sits gnawi ng his cuticles

bl oody...a third is weeping silently...a fourth is dry-heaving
into the toilet...

26 INT -- RED' S CELL -- NI GHT (1947) 26

Red waits at the bars. Snoking. Listening. He cranes his head,
peers down toward Andy's cell. Nothing. Not a peep.

HEYWOOD (O . S.)
Fat - Ass...oh, Faaaat-Ass. Talk to
me, boy. | know you're in there. |
can hear you breathin'. Now don't
you listen to these nitwits, hear?

27 INT -- FAT-ASS CELL -- N GHT (1947) 27
Fat-Ass is crying, trying not to hyperventil ate.

HEYWOOD (O . S.)
This ain't such a bad place. 'l
i ntroduce you around, make you feel
right at hone. I know sonme big ol'
bull queers who'd | ove to nmake your
acquai ntance. ..especially that big
white nushy butt of yours...

And that's it. Fat-Ass lets out a LOUD WAIL of despair:

FAT- ASS
CH GOD! | DON T BELONG HERE! |
VWANNA GO HOVE!

28 INT -- HEYWOOD S CELL -- N GHT (1947) 28

HEYWOOD
AND I T'S FAT- ASS BY A NCSE.'

The pl ace goes nuts. Fat-Ass throws hinself screani ng agai nst
the bars. The entire block starts CHANTI NG

up your ass!

Hadl ey arrives at Fat-Ass' cell, bellow ng through the bars:

FAT- ASS
PLEASE! THHS AINT RIGAT! | AINT
SUPPCSED TO BE HERE! NOT ME

HADLEY
I ain't gonna count to three! Not
even to one!

Fat - Ass keeps bl ubbering and wailing. Total freak-out.
draws his baton, gestures to his nen. Open it.

A GUARD unl ocks the cell. Hadley pulls Fat-Ass out and starts
beating himw th the baton, brutally raining blows.

falls, tries to craw .

The pl ace goes dead silent. Al we hear now is the dul
THWACK- THWACK- THWACK of the baton. Fat-ass passes out.
gets in a fewnore licks and finally stops.

HADLEY
Get this tub of shit down to the
infirmry.

(peers around)
If | hear so nmuch as a nouse fart
in here the rest of the night, by
God and Sonny Jesus, you'll al
visit the infirmary. Every | ast
not her f ucker here.

The guards westle Fat-Ass onto a stretcher and carry himoff.
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FOOTSTEPS echo away. Lights off. Darkness again. Silence.
30 INT -- RED' S CELL -- NI GHT (1947) 30
